D. Pray to dismantle strongholds according to 2 Cor 10:4. (racism, unbelief, diseases, disunity, persecution, 

devaluing of life (from womb to tomb) 

E. Pray for the body of Christ to be reconciled. 

ACKNOWLEDGE THE SOVERIENTY OF GOD 

A. Our worship has the power to change the atmosphere (Ps 22:3) 

B. Allows us to surrender ourselves to God’s ways and purposes  

DECLARATION OF BLESSING FOR OUR COMMUNITIES  

A. Cause His face to shine upon us when we turn and repent 

B. That our community will be a destination for revival/spiritual awakening (Acts 2) 

C. Churches will unite in action to confront the holistic needs of our community
